Glider Hooking Positions

Using a standard 3” Curtain Tape,
we recommend positioning a
curtain hook in every 3rd* top
pocket approx. 9cm apart, for a
neat and tidy pleat.

Hook the curtains into the gliders (starting from the centre of the track-back row) in sequential order
to create the perfect pleat look.

The RIGHT CURTAIN should have
2 curtain hooks placed in the first

2 pockets. These will then hook into
glider’s 1 and 2 below to enable a seamless

join when the curtains are closed.

HANGING A SINGLE CURTAIN
Glider Hooking Positions

Choose which way you wish
your curtain to draw from.
Starting from this end of
the track, position the
hooks in the leading edge
of the curtains as shown.

We recommend positioning
a curtain hook in every 3rd
top pocket of Standard 3”
Curtain Tape, approx. 9cm
apart, for a neat and tidy pleat.

CONVERTING CORD TO SINGLE CURTAIN
Please note that the pack comes pre-loaded to hang a pair of curtains. If you are hanging a single curtain
you will need to join the beaded cord with the Bead Connector provided and un-hook the cord from
the end glider at the opposite end from which you wish to draw your curtain from. For example: For
right hand draw, unhook from left hand position.

PICTURE SHOWN IS CURTAIN SET UP FOR RIGHT HAND DRAW

PLEASE NOTE: This Air Track is pre-loaded with
enough gliders for this length of track, some glider
may need to be removed if cutting is required.

Hook the curtain into the gliders (starting from
the leading edge) in sequential order to create
the Perfect Pleat look.

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FINISHING TOUCHES

On longer lengths it may be necessary to
joint two lengths of track together. Turning
the track upside down, slide on the two
joining splices supplied.

Align them so they will be central to both
pieces of track.

Using the grub screws supplied, secure the
splices to the first length of track.

Align the second piece of track and slide into
position.

Using the grub screws supplied, secure the
splices to the second length of track.

Any excess fabric should be tucked around the back into
the spare glider provided.

Unhook and remove any excess gliders. Speedy
recommends that there should be a 7 bead gap
(9cm approx.)
between
each glider.

Trim any excess.

If the gliders have been dislodged from
the track end cover, reposition as
shown.

Secure the cover with the
two screws. Re-attach the
cord to the end glider.

Extra Air Gliders (prod. code 704039) and Air Perfect Pleat
Gliders (prod. code 704069) may be required to achieve this,
these are sold separately as accessories.
